This year’s
theme was mainly about oneself and students learned about the development of individuality, judging
right from wrong, and having a strong will to pursue dreams through discussions with classmates. 1st
graders learned about the importance of not being selfish by role playing. 2nd graders told what each
other’s good points are to learn about the importance of individuality. The 3rd graders learned about
striving for ones goals by reading about Ms. Naoko Takahashi, and the 4t graders discussed about
speaking out on what they thought was right.
